QUARTERLY COMMENT
Markets were mixed in the second quarter of 2024, with the “higher for longer” interest rate narrative persisting. 
Despite this, global equities demonstrated resilience, with the MSCI World Index returning 2.6% in USD. The S&P 
500 rose 4.2%, driven largely by AI-focused mega-cap tech stocks, which gained nearly 18%. However, the equally 
weighted S&P 500 fell 1.1%, indicating a concentration of gains among a few large players. Emerging Market 
Equities benefited from a +7.2% advance in China, contributing to a 5% rise overall. In the U.S., inflation surprised on 
the upside, leading to moderated expectations for Federal Reserve rate cuts, which supported a stronger dollar. 
However, softer labor market data later in the quarter hinted at potential rate cuts later in the year. Closer to home, 
South Africa’s political changes post-election eased fiscal risks, resulting in a strong quarter for local markets. The 
Capped SWIX surged 8.2%, particularly in the financial sectors, while local bonds rallied 7.5%. The Rand appreciated 
3.7% against the USD, reversing some Q1 losses but offsetting global portfolio gains for South African investors.

Overall, the Managed Risk Fund added 3.44% in Q2, aligning with its strategic benchmark. The one-year return 
reached 11.73% by the end of June, exceeding its strategic benchmark. Over the longer term the fund remains 
ahead of its inflation-linked objective. 

With a lower risk of a hard landing and anticipated Federal Reserve rate cuts in Q4, we adjusted our global positions, 
taking profits in equities and underweighting global bonds while increasing local equities and nominal bonds.
